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1. INTERNATIONAL FIRE BRIGADE SPORTS COMPETITIONS 

To increase the educational standard, especially to increase the friendly contact 
between the fire brigades of the member nations of the CTIF, International Fire 
Brigade Competitions are organised. In the context of these International Fire 
Brigade Competitions, the International Fire Brigade Sports Competitions are 
organised, for which the following rules apply.  
All competitors (also the team leader, trainer and masseur), judges and 
organisation personnel who participate in an International Competition of 
CTIF, receive the International Fire Brigade Competition Badge, created 
specifically for each event. 

 
 1.1. Appearance and Bearing of the Badge of International Fire Brigade 

Competitions 

The Badge of International Fire Brigade can be fixed by means of a pin or a 
transverse clasp. The badge has to contain the following three notes: 

 
Ø  the abbreviation “CTIF” 
Ø  the place of the event 
Ø  the year of the event 

 
The Badge is awarded by the CTIF President. 

 
  The bearing of the badge depends on the national customs. 
 
 1.2. Scoring Groups 

  The competition groups are divided into 2 scoring groups as follows: 
 

Ø  Scoring group “Voluntary Fire Brigades” 
Ø  Scoring group “Professional Fire Brigades” 

 
Fire brigade members who are a member of a professional fire brigade as well as of 
a voluntary fire brigade, may only compete in the scoring group “Professsional Fire 
Brigades”. 
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 1.3. Size of Competition Groups  
 
 In total, a competition group for sport competitions includes: 
 
 1 team leader 
  
 1 trainer 
 
 1 masseur 
 
 10 competitors 
 
 1.4. Age of Competitors 

The age of competitors depends on the rules of the res. fire brigade 
association. 

 
 1.5.  Language of Orders and Commands 

Apart from the opening celebration and proclamation of winners, combat 
orders will be given in the form and language of the organizing country. 
(section 7.3.) 

 
2. GENERAL RULES 

 2.1. Conditions for Permission 

By observing the special requirements of the competition announcement, every 
national fire brigade association may send the number of competition groups as 
provided therein for the Fire Brigade Sports Competition. 

The division into scoring groups is a matter of the association sending the 
groups. However, all competition groups must be registered according to the 
rules. 

 2.2  Competition Disciplines 

  The competition groups have to participate in the following disciplines: 
 

Ø  100m obstacle race 
Ø  Scaling with the hook ladder 
Ø  Fire brigade obstacle relay race 4 x 100m 
Ø  Fire fighting attack  
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Ø  Duel 

This is not a competition of its own, but only the result of individual 
scores in the disciplines 100m obstacle race and scaling with the hook 
ladder. 

 
 2.3. Number of Competitors in Individual Disciplines 

Each competition group has to participate in the respective disciplines with the 
following numbers of competitors: 

- 100m obstacle race   8 competitors 

- Scaling with the hook ladder  8 competitors 

- Fire brigade obstacle relay race 4 x 100m 2 relays à 4 competitors 

- Fire fighting attack   7 competitors 

The team leader is free to choose any competitors from the 10 competitors 
composing his competition team. The names of the respective competitors are 
to be announced to the competition leader at least 1 hour before the start. 

2.4.Clothing and Personal Equipment 

For all disciplines the competitors have to wear their national duty clothing or 
similar clothing (covered upper arms and fully covered upper and lower legs), 
with fireman’s helmet or other protective headgear, with fire brigade safety belt 
or similar belt, with boots, shoes or sport shoes. Spikes on the soles are not 
permitted. Pins or other profiles may not exceed a depth of 5mm and may not 
contain any metal parts. 

When scaling with the hook ladder, the competitors wear a certified safety 
harness with a ring on the back instead of the belt. This safety harness must be 
admitted in the competitor’s home country (e.g. according to EN 361). 

Clothing within the competition team shall be uniform, except for the final 
runner in the discipline of the fire brigade obstacle relay race 4 x 100 m who 
wears special safety equipment against burning his face and hands. 
Additionally, he shall wear flame-resistant clothing which may differ from the 
clothing of the other competitors. It is not allowed to wear protective glasses 
instead of a face shield. 

In the disciplines of the 100m obstacle race and scaling with the hook ladder 
the competitors wear the start numbers on breast and back. 
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2.5.  The Team Leader 

 The team leader is fully responsible for his team and looks after the discipline 
and clothing in accordance with the rules, as well as the timely appearance of 
his team members. He must know the Competition Rules, but may not be part 
of the judges' organization. During the competition the team leader, the trainer 
and the masseur are not allowed to enter the competition track, except for 
operating the mechanical fall arrester, and may not interfere with the evaluation 
of the judges. However, they may be present in the preparation rooms for 
looking after their team. 
 
Only the team leader may submit an objection in writing against decisions of 
the judges or against defects on devices and/or obstacles to the respective main 
judge (discipline judge). 
 

 2.6  Competition Devices and Obstacles 
 

All devices and obstacles required for the fire brigade sport competitions the 
disciplines shall be made available by the organizer. However, for  

 
 - 100m obstacle race 
 
 - Fire brigade obstacle relay race 4 x 100 m 
 
 - Scaling with the hook ladder 
 

the hook ladder, the telescope ladder, the nozzle pipe (relay baton), the pressure 
hoses (C hoses) and the distributor may be provided by the competition team. 

 
Such devices must comply with the competition rules regarding their weight 
and dimensions and have to be checked and marked by the judges’ 
organization. 
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 2.6.1 Competition devices and obstacles for the 100m obstacle race (for 

each track) 

 
 1 nozzle pipe (relay baton) 
  minimum length: 25 cm 
  minimum weight: 0.5 kg 
  coupling according to DIN, ROT, GOST and similar 
 
 
 
 2 pressure hoses (C hoses) 
  hose diameter min. 42 mm ( = min. gauge of the rolled hose 70 mm) 
  hose length 20 m + 1 m 
  mass (weight)  min. 2.5 kg 
 
 1 distributor 
  specifications according to DIN, ROT, GOST and similar 
  1 hose coupling min. 75 mm Ø and 
  2 hose couplings min. 42 mm Ø 

The lower edge of the coupling must not exceed a maximum distance of 
6cm to the ground. Distributors with longer supports may not be accepted 
for the competition. 

 
1 obstacle wall (fig. 1 and 1a) 

The obstacle wall is 2m wide and 2m high and consists of evenly connected 
boards with a minimum thickness of 4cm. The firm position of the wall 
shall be safely secured by lateral struts. 

 
1 running beam (fig. 2) 

The running beam is 8m long and rests on 3 supports. The surface of the 
running beam is 1.20m above the ground. The running surface is plain and 
18cm wide. At both ends of the beam there is an approaching or descending 
ramp with a length of 2m each, a width of 25cm and a board thickness of 
min. 4cm. Transverse strips with a width of 5cm and thickness of 3cm are 
attached to these ramps at a distance of 35 cm. 
The distance of the strips on the approaching and descending ramp is 
measured from the surface of the running beam downwards. 
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2.6.2 Competition devices for scaling with the hook ladder 

 
Hook ladder: 
 Single-hook ladder from light metal or wood with wooden or metal treads. 
 The steel hook is toothed. 
 Length of the ladder: 410cm + 10cm 
 Width of the ladder (external dimension) min. 30cm 
 Number of treads: 13 
 Hook length (interior dimensions): min. 43cm 
 Mass (weight): min. 8.5kg 
 
Tower (climbing wall) (fig. 4) 

The tower (climbing wall) has a minimum height of 13.12m with 3 floors. 
On each floor the window openings are arranged in a way that the middle 
of each opening corresponds with the middle of the respective running 
track. The windows on all floors are of equal size and have the following 
dimensions: 

 Height: 1.87m 
 Width: 1.10m 

Each window has a 40cm wide window sill, protruding 3cm over the tower 
surface. The upper edge of the window sill is placed  

 on the 1st floor   4.25 m 
 on the 2nd floor   7.55 m and 
 on the 3rd floor   10.85 m above the ground. 

The front of the tower is covered with planks and surrounded by a strip of 
6x6cm thickness at a height of 1.05m above the ground. On each floor 
within the tower there is a platform with a min. width of 1.50m below the 
window sills.  
On the front of the tower there is a 1m deep and 4 m wide pit with a safety 
pad. On each side it is 1m wider than the front side of the tower. The safety 
pad consists of a 50cm foam rubber layer with 50cm of sand and sawdust 
(mixture 1 : 1) on top. 

 The surface of the safety pad shall be on the same level as the runway. 
At towers with a maximum of two running tracks a foam rubber pad with 
the dimensions 2.0 x 2.0 x 1.0m may be used instead of the “safety pit”. 
Such “pad” shall be placed after the competitor has reached the 1st floor of 
the wall and has hooked the ladder on the 2nd floor. 
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Despite the safety pit and the rubber foam pad the competitor is to be 
secured against falling by means of a “fall arrester” (fig. 4b and 4 c). The 
fall arrester shall be operated by the team leader, trainer or other 
competition team members.

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On both roof sides, strips with a size of 10 x 6cm each are attached to 
both sides of the roof surface. A 6cm deep cut in the roof ridge within 
the area of the runway makes it possible to support the ladder at the 
roof. On each side of the roof it is 30 cm wide (together 60cm). On the 
descending side of the house a platform with a height of 1,75m, width 
of 2.5m and length of 1m has been affixed. The approaching side of the 
house is covered with planks.  

  
 Mobile fire extinguishers (manual fire extinguishers), 
  Number as required 

According to the standard of the organizing country, suitable for 
extinguishing mineral oil fires. Powder extinguisher with a minimum of 
2kg extinguishing powder or foam extinguisher with a minimum of 6l 
of water-foam agent mixture. 

 
 1 fire pan 
  length: 1.5m 
  width: 1.0m 
  depth: 20cm 
  pan content:  40l water 
     3l petroleum 
     0.5l carburetor fuel (petroleum)

  hose length 15 m + 1 m 
  according to the standard of the organizing country 
 
 3 pressure hoses min. Ø 75 mm (B) 
  hose length 20 m + 1 m 
  according to the standard of the organizing country 
 
 1 distributor 

with min. 2 pressure outlets min. Ø 42 mm (C) for the pressure pipes 
according to the standard of the organizing country 
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 1 portable pump

Open container with vertical walls and a capacity of at least 1000 litres. 
The top edge of the container shall be not less than 80 and not more 
than 90cm above the ground of the competition site. The container must 
be filled with water, with a minimum depth of 50cm. 

 
 2 target devices (fig. 6) 

with a target disk, a 15l water container with water gauge and light-
signal system. Plates with a size of 50 x 50cm are used as target disks, 
which are mounted to frames and fixed at a distance of 1.45m above the 
ground. In the middle of the target device there is a circular opening 
with a diameter of 5cm. Behind this opening a water container with a 
capacity of 15l is fixed to the back of the target disk. On top of the 
target disk there is a signal light, which flashes as soon as 10 litres of 
water are in the container.  
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3. THE JUDGES 

The judges are nominated by the national fire brigade associations. 
Only those judges who obtained special training in their national fire brigade 
association may participate.  

 
 3.1. The Competition Management 

The Vice President who is in charge of the International Fire Brigade 
Competitions and the International Competition Leader belong to the 
International Organisation Committee of the CTIF. 

 
The International Competition Leader and the deputy of the Competition 
Leader for the International Fire Brigade Competitions are appointed by the 
Delegates’ Conference of the CTIF. 
 
The Leader of the Calculation Committee and all other judges are 
appointed by the International Competition Leader. 

 
The Competition Management of the International Fire Brigade Sports 
Competitions consists of: 

 
Ø  the International Competition Leader of the CTIF 
Ø  the Deputy of the International Competition Leader for the International  

   Fire Brigade Sports Competitions 
Ø  2 members of the Commission “International Fire Brigade   
      Competitions” 
Ø  the leader of the Calculation Committee of the International Fire 
      Brigade Sports Competitions 

 
The Competition Management reports to the International Organisation 
Committee for: 

 
Ø  inspection of the competition place 
Ø  inspection of the race tracks 
Ø  inspection of the competition devices 
Ø  installation of the calculation committee 
Ø  organisation of the judges´ meetings, where all judges have to be    
      reminded of the most important competition rules. They shall be  
      reminded of their obligation to evaluate objectively. 
Ø  assignment of the judges to individual competition disciplines 
Ø  inspection of the infrastructure that is necessary for the competition  
      (e.g. accommodation, catering etc.) 
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3.2. Judges for the 100m Obstacle Race 

The number of judges for the 100m obstacle race depends on the number of 
race tracks. A sufficient number of reserve judges shall be provided. 
 
The judges’ team for the 100m obstacle race consists of: 

 
Ø  1 main judge for the 100m obstacle race (discipline judge) 
Ø  1 starter 
Ø  1 assistant starter 
Ø  1 main time keeper and 

 
  for each race track of  

Ø  1 judge at the obstacle wall 
Ø  1 judge at the running beam 
Ø  1 judge at the distributor and 
Ø  3 time keepers. 

 
Each time keeper has to be equipped with a checked stopwatch.  

 
 
 3.3. Judges for Scaling with the Hook Ladder 

The number of judges for scaling with the hook ladder depends on the 
number of race tracks. A sufficient number of reserve judges shall be 
provided. 
 
The judges’ team for scaling with the hook ladder consists of: 

 
Ø  1 main judge for scaling with the hook ladder (discipline judge) 
Ø  1 starter 
Ø  1 assistant starter 
Ø  1 main time keeper and 

 
  for each race track of  

Ø  3 time keepers and 
Ø  3 duty workers  

 
Each time keeper has to be equipped with a calibrated stopwatch.  
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 3.4. Judges for the Fire Brigade Obstacle Relay Race 4 x 100m 

The number of judges for the fire brigade relay race 4 x 100m depends on 
the number of race tracks. A sufficient number of reserve judges shall be 
provided. 
 
The judges’ team for fire brigade relay race 4 x 100m consists of: 
Ø  1 main judge for the fire brigade relay race 4 x 100m (discipline judge) 
Ø  1 starter 
Ø  1 assistant starter 
Ø  1 main time keeper and   
 
for each race track of  
Ø   1 judge at the cabin 
Ø  1 judge at the first handover 
Ø  1 judge at the obstacle wall 
Ø  1 judge at the second handover 
Ø  1 judge at the running beam 
Ø  1 judge at the distributor 
Ø  1 judge at the demarcation line 2 
Ø  1 judge at the third handover 
Ø  2 judges at the fire pan 
Ø  3 time keepers and 
Ø  a sufficient number of duty workers  
Each time keeper has to be equipped with a calibrated stopwatch.  

  

3.5. Judges for the Fire Fighting Attack 

The number of judges for the fire fighting attack depends on the number of 
race tracks. A sufficient number of reserve judges shall be provided. 
 
The judges’ team for the fire fighting attack consists of: 
Ø  1 main judge for the fire fighting attack (discipline judge) 
Ø  1 starter 
Ø  1 assistant starter 
Ø  1 main time keeper and 

 
  for each race track of  

Ø  2 judges at the pedestal 
Ø  1 judge at the attack line 
Ø  1 judge for monitoring the target devices 
Ø  3 time keepers and

Ø  a sufficient number of duty workers  
 
Each time keeper has to be equipped with a calibrated stopwatch. 

 
 3.6.  Judges of the Calculation Committee 

The calculation committee is situated in direct proximity of the competition 
site. During the competition individual competitors of the calculation 
committee work on the competition site. 
 
The Calculation Committee consists of: 
 
- the Leader of the Calculation Committee (general secretary), 
 
- a judge calling out the groups for the individual disciplines (introduction  
   judge) 
 
- a minimum of two judges for the registration process and calculating the  
   results 
 
- 4 judges for monitoring the competition equipment (device monitoring), 
 
- 1 judge for monitoring the error displays (error display), 
 
- 1 judge for keeping the time protocols (secretary). 
 
The judges of the Calculation Committee are responsible for: 
 
- checking the requirements for admission to the competition 
 
- checking the participants’ lists and start lists, 
 
- checking the competition equipment and the obstacles 
 
- calling out the teams and competitors for individual disciplines 
 
- checking registered evaluations 
 
- monitoring the results and ranks 
 
- supporting the International Competition Leader in issuing the award 
certificates for the International Fire Brigade Competition Badge, the  
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International Fire Brigade Sports Competitions Medals and the Large 
International Fire Brigade Competition Medals, 
 
- supporting the International Competition Leader in the preparations for 
the award of the prizes, certificates, medals and badges. 
 
3.7 The Steward Service  

The National Organisation Committee has to provide the International 
Competition Leader with a Steward Service, who is directly subordinate to 
the International Competition Leader and responsible for the order at the 
competition site. The steward service may also be used for other auxiliary 
services by the International Competition Leader. 
 
3.8 The Duty Service 

 
The National Organisation Committee has to provide the International 
Competition Leader with a Duty Service, which is in charge of preparing 
the equipment and obstacles in time for the competition and putting it in the 
right places. Furthermore the service is responsible for marking the race 
tracks and supporting the Competition Management in the inspection of the 
markings.  
 
The Duty Service is to support the judges during the competition, i.e. 
 
- on the safety pad, on the first and second floor respectively, when  
  competitors are scaling with the hook ladder  
 
- at the fire brigade obstacle relay race 4 x 100m for looking after the fire  
   pans and supporting the judges working there 
 
- at the fire fighting attack for looking after the target devices, for clearing  
the race track after a fire fighting attack and for securing the water supply 
to the water tapping points. 
 
The Duty Service may also be assigned for other auxiliary services by the 
International Competition Leader. 
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 3.9 Interpreters 

The National Organisation Committee has to provide the International 
Competition Leader with a sufficient number of interpreters to fulfil his 
tasks. Loudspeaker announcements concerning the respective event on the 
competition site, have to be made in the official languages of the CTIF 
(German, English and French) and if necessary also in the language of the 
respective country. 

 
 3.10 Marking of Judges, Stewards and Duty Service 

The judges, stewards and members of the Duty Service have to be labelled 
by armbands as follows: 

 
  International Competition Leader white armband with 

three red stripes 
  Deputy to the International Competition Leader white armband with 

two red stripes 
 
  Main Judge, (discipline judge), and Leader of the  
  Calculation Committee  red armband with two 
          yellow stripes 
 
  Judges   red armband 
 
  Steward Service  marking following to 

national habits 
 
  Duty Service  marking following to 

national habits 
 
The markings of the Duty Service and the Steward Service must be different from 
the markings of the judges, in order to avoid any confusion. 
 
 
4. PLACE OF COMPETITION 

As competition site a sports stadium with international dimensions is best 
suited. A lawn field with the dimensions of a football pitch as well as a race 
track are required for performing the competition.  

All disciplines of the International Fire Brigade Sports Competition shall be 
performed on flat tracks and/or sites with treadfast cover.  
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 Concrete or bitumen sites are not appropriate. 

For training another lawn field with the dimensions of a football pitch is 
required. 

The race tracks for individual disciplines are to be arranged in order to 
guarantee smooth performance of the competition. 

4.1. Competition Track for the 100m Obstacle Race 

The discipline shall be performed on at least two race tracks. One race track 
is 100m long and between 2.44 and 2.50 m wide. Across their entire length 
the race tracks shall be delimited by visible lines or bands or other suitable 
means. Start and finish lines shall be marked by a 5 cm wide strip over the 
entire width of the track. 
 
The obstacle wall is placed 23m behind the start line. 

 
5m behind the obstacle wall two C hoses shall be rolled and placed as 
wanted (28 m-mark). 
 
10m behind the placed C hoses (38m-mark) is the starting point for the 
runway to the running beam. At the end of the running beam (start of the 
descending ramp) the demarcation line is visible on the race track.  
 
At the 75m-mark of the track the distributor shall be placed on its supports. 
It may be turned in any horizontal direction, but may not be fixed.  
 
The finish line is at the 100m-mark. In the case of electronic time-keeping, 
the light barrier has to be placed at a height of 1.25 m. 
 

 
 4.2. Competition Track for Scaling with the Hook Ladder (fig. 4) 

The discipline is performed on at least two tracks, each with a width of 
min. 2.0 m. The approaching distance from the start to the tower is 32.25m, 
at 30m a line is marked across the race track. 

 

 

4.3 Competition Track for the Fire Brigade Obstacle Relay Race 4 x 100 

m (fig. 8) 

 

The discipline is performed on at least two race tracks, each 400m long and 
between 2.44 and 2.50 m wide. Each race track is divided into 4 sections of  
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100m each. At each 100 m-mark as well as 10 m before the mark (90 m-
mark) and 10m behind (110 m-mark) a line is marked at the right angle to  
the track, delimiting the zones for handing over the baton (handover of the 
nozzle pipe). 20 m before each handover mark (i.e. at 80, 180 and 280m) 
the pre-starting areas for the handover shall be marked by flags, signs, etc.  

 
 

4.3.1 Race track section I 

 
Race track section I starts at the start line and reaches up to the 100m-mark. 
 
A telescope ladder is laid onto the starting line, which is used by the first 
competitor of the relay race for scaling the roof of the house. 30m behind 
the starting line the house is starting (approaching side).  

 
 

4.3.2 Race track section II 
 
Race track section II starts at the 100m-mark and reaches up to the 200m-
mark. 
 
At the 150 m-mark the obstacle wall is placed. 
 
 
4.3.3 Race track section III 

 
Race track section III starts at the 200m-mark and reaches up to the 300m-
mark. 
 
At the 215m mark two C hoses are placed as wanted. 
 
10m behind the hoses (225m mark) the runway to the running beam is 
starting. At the end of the running beam (start of the descending ramp) 
demarcation line 1 is visible on the race track. 
 
At the 225m-mark of the track the distributor shall be placed on its 
supports. It may be turned in any horizontal direction, but may not be 
fixed. 

   
Demarcation line 2 is at the 280m-mark (which also serves as pre-start 
mark for race track section IV). 
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4.3.4 Race track section IV 

 
Race track section IV starts at the 300m-mark and reaches up to the finish 
at the 400m-mark. 
 
At the 320m-mark there is a portable extinguisher. 
 
At the 350m-mark the fire pan (middle of the pan) is placed. One spare pan 
shall be provided for each race track. The pan shall be replaced after each 
race. Before the start of the competition the first fire pans shall be heated 
by burning 0.5 l carburetor fuel (gasoline). In a distance of at least 1.5 m in 
front of and behind the fire pan, as measured from the rim of the pan, the 
competitor himself shall place a reserve portable extinguisher. 
 
The finish line is at the 400m-mark. 
 
 

4.4 Competition track for the Fire Fighting Attack (fig. 9)  

 
The track for the fire fighting attack is 95m long and 20m wide. Several tracks 
may be arranged next to each other. 9m behind the start line there is a pedestal 
(fig. 5) (side rim), where the competition equipment is placed by the 
competition team.  

 
The water tapping point is 4m to the left of the left edge of the pedestal. The 
distance from the middle of the water tapping point to the start line is 10m.  

 
90m behind the start line, i.e. 5m in front of the finish line (the target devices), 
the attack line is marked. 

 
The target devices are placed on the finish line, symmetrically to the race track. 
The distance between the middle of one target device to the middle of another 
is 9.5m.   
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5. PREPARATION OF THE COMPETITION 

 5.1. Application 

The application forms will be provided by the International Organisation 
Committee to the National Fire Brigade Associations (CTIF Committees) 
in due time.  
These forms have to be filled in correctly and completely. They have to be 
sent to the International Organisation Committee by the deadline and will 
be used by the International and the National Organisation Committee for 
the preparation of the competition. 

 
 5.2. The Final Registration 

The forms for the final registration will be provided by the International 
Organisation Committee to the National Fire Brigade Associations in due 
time. These forms have to be filled in with the names of the expected 
participants and have to be sent to the International Organisation 
Committee by the indicated deadline for applications. Competition groups, 
whose registration forms are incomplete and/or are only presented after the 
deadline for applications, and who can therefore not be included in the 
Competition plan, have no right to be admitted for the competition. The 
same rule applies to the application of judges.  
If not required otherwise, the participants' list with the names of the 
competitors shall be submitted by the Team Leader upon drawing the start 
numbers. 

 
 5.3. Participation Fee 

 
For participating in the International Fire Brigade Sports Competitions the 
National Organisation Committee collects an amount for accommodation 
and catering. 

 
 5.4. The Competition Plans 

On receipt of all final registrations the necessary plans for trainings, 
competitions and judges are created. These plans are transmitted to the 
competition groups and judges by the National Fire Brigade Association 
(CTIF Committee) on time.  
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 5.5. Training 

Each group has the opportunity to train with the used devices on the 
competition site before the competition. The Competition Management as 
well as the Calculation Committee is entitled to inspect and mark the 
competition equipment already during the training. 
The detailed training times will be laid down in a training plan. The 
training time for each competition discipline shall be at least 10 minutes. 

 
 
6. BEGINNING OF THE COMPETITION 

  

6.1 The drawing of the start numbers 

At the first team leader meeting, even before the training, the start numbers 
shall be drawn in their presence. The drawing shall be performed by the 
International Competition Leader (deputy). The Leader of the Calculation 
Committee shall be present at the drawing. 

Afterwards the participant lists are completed by the Team Leaders and 
submitted to the International Competition Leader (deputy). The Team Leaders 
shall assign the starting numbers of their team to the individual members. The 
competitors are not allowed to exchange their starting numbers for the 
discipline of the 100m obstacle race and scaling with the hook ladder. The 
Team Leader shall announce by means of the starting list, which competitor 
enters for which discipline. This list shall be handed over to the Leader of the 
Calculation Committee no later than 1 hour before the start.  

The starting sequence of the competitors within a group shall be fixed in the 
order of the starting numbers for the individual disciplines. 

The starting numbers may not be exchanged. 

 

6.2 The Opening of the Competition 

The International Organisation Committee issues precise instructions for 
the opening of the competition. All judges, team leaders, trainers, masseurs 
and competitors take part in the opening of the competition. 

 
The teams march onto the competition place upon instruction by the 
International Competition Leader. The competition will be opened by the 
person having patronage of the event. After the hoisting of the competition  
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flag and the marching-past of the teams, the International Fire Brigade 
Competitions will be held. 

 
 6.3 Reporting for the Competition 

Half an hour before the starting time as indicated in the competition plan, 
the competitors entering for a particular discipline shall appear on the 
competition site and proceed to the start when they are called. Here the 
starting list will be checked once more. The Team Leader has to confirm 
that first name and surname, fire brigade membership and birth date have 
been recorded correctly in the starting list. Afterwards the competitors will 
be called for the competition disciplines. Now their starting numbers, as 
well as their personal clothing and equipment will be checked by a judge. 
 
For checking the weight of any equipment provided by the teams for the 
disciplines of the 100m obstacle race and 4 x 100m fire brigade obstacle 
relay race, scales will be placed next to the position of the hoses, outside 
the track, where the respective judges (calculation committee) can check 
the weight of the hoses and the nozzle pipe (relay baton) and/or the 
telescope ladder. For the discipline of scaling with the hook ladder, the 
scales will be placed within the starting area outside the race track. 
 
In case a device does not show the specified weight, it shall be withdrawn 
until the discipline has been finished. The weight checks have to be made 
in time for avoiding any delays in the competition process. 
 
The scales have to be provided already at the time of the training to enable 
the teams to check the weight. 
 

6.4 Conduct at the Competition Site 

 
The groups have to wait in the preparation rooms until they will be called 
by a judge (introduction judges) to the start. Then the competition  
 
equipment will be checked and prepared by the competitors for the run. 
Competitors not entering for a discipline, team leaders, trainers and 
masseurs may not enter the competition site. 
 
Only the competitors scheduled for the next start as well as their team 
leaders, their trainer and masseur may wait in the preparatory waiting 
rooms. Everybody must behave in a disciplined manner.

After the competition has been performed, the competitors shall leave the 
race track without delay. They have to carry away the used equipment, as 
far as it has been provided by the groups themselves.  

 
 
 
 
7 PERFORMANCE OF THE COMPETITION 

 
7.1 The 100m Obstacle Race 

 
The competitor called shall take position with the C nozzle pipe (relay 
baton) in front of the starting line. It is allowed to fasten the nozzle pipe to 
the body. The band provided for this may not be longer than 50cm. Stretch 
bands (e.g. rubber bands) are not allowed. 
 
The race track behind the start line, seen in the direction of the race, may 
not be touched with any parts of the body. Following the starting command 
given by the starter, the competitor shall run into the race track, climb over 
the 2m-obstacle wall at the 23m-mark, take up the two C hoses at the 28m-
mark, run over the running beam (38m-mark) and roll out the hoses. The 
competitor may roll out and connect the two hoses before, during or after 
crossing the running beam. After getting over the running beam, the 
competitor will reach the distributor at the 75m-mark, where he attaches 
one end of the hose pipeline. To the other end he has to couple the nozzle 
pipe and pull out the now completed hose pipeline into the direction of the 
finish line.  
 
The coupling of the hose pipeline, the attaching of the pipeline to the 
distributor and the nozzle pipe may be done in any way and any sequence, 
during running, but also while standing.  

 
While descending from the running beam the competitor may not touch the 
ground in front of the demarcation line. If he does, he has to cross the 
running beam once more, otherwise his attempt has failed and the result 
will not be counted. As soon as the competitor has crossed the finish line,  
the time will be taken by the time-keepers and the main time-keeper will 
record the result in the scoring sheet.  
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7.2 Scaling with the Hook Ladder 

 
The competitor assumes any position in front of the start line. The area of 
the runway behind the start line, seen in the direction of the race, may not 
be touched with any part of the body. 
 
The telescope ladder is laid out, so the ends of the bars will not touch or 
exceed the 30m-mark. The ladder hook is placed behind the competitor. 
The ladder must be left on the ground until the starting command has been 
given, however it may be touched by the competitor before the start 
command, even if he has to reach across the start line. While running, the 
competitor may carry the ladder with one or both hands. Following the 
command given by the starter, the competitor will run, after taking up the 
ladder, on his track up to the tower and hook the ladder into the first 
window (first floor). Over the ladder he will ascend onto the first floor, sit 
down on the window sill, throw the ladder onto the second floor and climb 
onto this floor, again over the ladder. While the competitor is sitting on the 
window sill on the first floor, a member of his team (item 2.6.2) shall affix 
the rope of the fall arrester at the competitor’s safety harness. 
 
The safety rope will be pulled out by a competition team member, so in 
case of falling, the competitor will only drop a short distance “into the 
rope”.  

 
In the same way the competitor will ascend to the third floor of the tower. 
Should the competitor remain standing on the window sill, instead of sitting 
down, while throwing the ladder, this attempt will be invalid. The target has 
been reached, as soon as the competitor has touched the bottom of the 
platform behind the third window on the third floor with both feet. This is 
the moment, when the time-keepers will take the time. The main time-
keeper will record the result in the scoring sheet. If the competitor should 
lose his safety helmet while climbing the tower, this attempt will be invalid. 
 
If the fall arrester is not used, the attempt will also be invalid.

 7.3 The Duel 

 
The duel is not a competition discipline, but only a “scoring discipline”. It 
is not a team competition either, which means it may only be performed by 
individual competitors.  
 
The results of the individual competitors in the disciplines 
 
- 100m obstacle race and 
 
- scaling with the hook ladder 
 
are totalled and scored for the duel. 

 
 
 7.4 The Fire Brigade Obstacle Relay Race 4 x 100m 

 
Following the call, the four competitors of the relay race will assume their 
position at the starting line. Afterwards the main judge (discipline judge) 
will order the competitors to their starting areas, where they line up 
independently.  
 
- first runner at the starting line 
 
- second runner at the 1st handover area or pre-start area (80 – 110m) 
 
- third runner at the 2nd handover area or pre-start area (180 – 210m) 
 
- fourth runner at the 3rd handover area or pre-start area (280 – 310m) 
 
The first runner may assume any position in front of the start line with the 
nozzle pipe (relay baton) and the telescope ladder. The race track behind 
the start line, seen in the direction of the race, may not be touched with any 
part of the body. The telescope ladder must be left on the ground until the 
starting command has been given, however it may be touched by the 
competitor before the start command, even if he has to reach across the start 
line.

Following the starting sign the first competitor runs within the allocated 
track towards the house, ascends the roof by means of the telescope ladder, 
crosses the roof without the help of the ladder, which he leaves near the 
house, reaches the platform at the back of the house, which he has to touch 
and jumps to the ground. He continues to run to the baton handover area 
(90 - 110m-mark) and hands over the nozzle pipe to the second runner. 

 
 

The second runner may already start at the pre-start mark (80m-mark), the 
handover of the nozzle pipe, however, must take place within the handover 
area (90 - 110m-mark). This rule also applies to the following handovers. 
 
One of the judges will pour the carburetor fuel (0.5 l) into the fire pan, as 
soon as the start runner leans the ladder against the house. The remaining 
contents must have been poured in before the start.  
 
After overcoming the obstacle wall (150m), the second runner gets to the 
second handover area (190 – 210 m-mark), where he hands over the nozzle 
pipe to the third runner. 
 
As soon as the second runner has overcome the obstacle wall (150 m-
mark), the judge at the fire pan (350 m-mark) will ignite the liquid in the 
pan.  
 
After the third runner has taken over the nozzle pipe, he runs to the two C 
hoses (215m-mark), takes them up, crosses the running beam (225m-
mark), rolls out the two hoses and couples them together. 
 
It is up to the competitor where and how he throws out the hoses and 
couples them together, he may do so while running or standing. When 
descending from the running beam, the competitor may not touch the 
ground before the demarcation line 1. In case he does, he has to cross the 
running beam once more, otherwise this attempt has failed and the result 
will not be scored.  
 
After leaving the running beam, the competitor runs up to the distributor 
(225 m-mark). He connects a free coupling of the connected pipes to the 
distributor, the second coupling to the nozzle pipe and then pulls out the 
ready-to-use pipeline towards the finish line. 
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After crossing the demarcation line 2 (280 m-mark), he will deconnect the 
nozzle pipe from the pipeline, drop the pipeline and run with the nozzle 
pipe to the third handover area (290 – 310m-mark). 
 
The fourth runner equipped with heat protection equipment for face and 
hands takes over the nozzle pipe, takes up the mobile fire extinguisher 
(320 m-mark) and then tries to extinguish the burning liquid in the fire pan 
(350 m-mark). 
 
The fire in the pan as well as any other fire spots outside the pan have to be 
completely extinguished. If the contents of the fire extinguisher are not 
sufficient for fighting the fire, the reserve extinguisher has to be used. If 
the mobile fire extinguisher does not work, without the competitor being to 
blame for it, the relay group may make another attempt. As soon as the fire 
has been extinguished, the competitor lays or puts down the mobile fire 
extinguisher and runs into the finish. 
 
Upon crossing the finish line, the time-keepers will take the time. The 
main time-keeper has the time recorded in the scoring sheet. 
 
The heat protection equipment may only be taken off after the runner has 
crossed the finish line. This shall be checked by the main time-keeper. 
 
Before starting this discipline, the required fire agents in closed containers 
(cans) as well as the mobile fire extinguishers will be drawn by the main 
judge (discipline judge). 
 
The C nozzle pipe (relay baton) may only be handed over from hand to 
hand within the designated handover areas. The nozzle pipe may not be 
thrown to the other competitor. If a competitor loses the nozzle pipe, it 
may only be picked up again by the same competitor.  
 
Each competitor may only run 100m, i.e. one section, and may not leave 
the allocated track.  
 
After each run the contents of the fire pan shall be replaced. 
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 7.5 The Fire Fighting Attack 

 
The competition group receives the equipment in time for performing the 
discipline of the “Fire Fighting Attack”. The judges' team shall take care 
that all groups will be able to prepare the equipment, hoses and fittings for 
the same amount of time outside the race track.  
 
Following the call by the main judge (discipline judge) or the starter, each 
team has 5 minutes for laying out the equipment on the pedestal 
(platform), according to the following rules. 
 
The hoses may be laid onto the pedestal in any discretionary way. They 
may be rolled or folded. Only the suction hoses may exceed the edges of 
the pedestal, but no more than 50cm. Couplings may not touch each other.  

 
 

The devices may not be connected in any way. Valves of the portable pump 
and the distributor may be open, dummy couplings may be removed.  
 
The portable pump may be operated by the group within the first minute of 
the preparation time of 5 minutes. If a technical defect at the portable pump 
should be noted within the preparation time, the preparation time for this 
group will be interrupted, and the entire equipment and the portable pump 
will be removed from the race track. The portable pump will be repaired 
outside the competition site or replaced by a new one. Afterwards the group 
will be called once more for preparing the competition and may start again.  
 
The judges at the pedestal have to inform the competition group 30 seconds 
and 10 seconds before the time for preparing the portable pump and the 
five-minute period have expired that the time for preparing the equipment 
will soon be over, and at the same time have to inform the group about any 
possible errors having occurred in the laying out of the equipment. After the 
five-minute period has expired, the competitors have to leave the prepared 
equipment and line up outside the race track. If now the equipment is not 
laid out according to these rules, or if the portable pump has not stopped 
after the one-minute period, or if it has been restarted, the group may not 
start and the attempt has failed. 
 
At the start, the competition group shall line up outside the marked race 
track. The start may be performed from the start line, but also from the left 
or right of the race track. However, the entire group has to start from the 
same of the three possible positions. 
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After the command by the starter, the group shall run towards the platform. 
After forming the pipeline with the suction hoses and suction head, water 
will be sucked up from the water tapping point (container). The suction head 
has to be connected before it is immersed into the container and has to stay 
connected to the suction hose pipeline until the fire fighting attack has been 
finished. It may not be held in order to stay on the pipeline. 
 
The supply line is laid out in the direction of the attack with 3 B hoses and 
connected to the distributor. From the left and right distributor outlet one 
fire fighting pipeline, each with 2 C hoses and one C nozzle pipe, shall be 
laid out by the two attack groups respectively. 
 
After reaching the attack line (90 m-mark), the two attack groups will try to 
fill the water container of the target device through the opening in the target 
disks. Upon injecting water through the target disk it is not allowed to lean  
 
the nozzle pipe against another competitor. However, the nozzle pipe may 
be directed from any position. One attack group may not assist the other in 
the process of injecting water into the openings. The competitors must not 
step over the attack line when injecting water into the target disks.  
 
As soon as the signal lamp flashes on a target device, the container has been 
filled with 10l of water. As soon as the signal lamps of both devices flash, 
the competition target of this discipline has been achieved. At this moment 
the time-keepers will take the time. The main time-keeper has the result 
recorded in the scoring sheet of the group.  
 
For performing the fire fighting attack only the foreseen devices may be 
used.  
 
If the group brings their own devices for the fire fighting attack, the attempt 
of this group will not be scored.    
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7.6   Repeating a Discipline 

 
If a competitor is obstructed in the regular performance of his task by a 
person not belonging to his competition team, or if a defect is evident at a 
device or a facility,  
which is not to blame on the competitor, the main judge (discipline judge) 
may allow the repeating of the task. In the case of doubt, the decision is up 
to the Competition Leader (Deputy to the Competition Leader). 
At the 100m obstacle race and scaling with the hook ladder, only the 
obstructed competitor, at the discipline of the fire fighting obstacle relay 
race 4 x 100m the whole relay group of the obstructed competitor, and at the 
fire fighting attack the entire group may repeat the discipline. 
If a competitor is obstructed by a member of its own team, it is not allowed 
to repeat the task. 

 
 
 7.7 Electronic Time Keeping 

 
If electronic time keeping is used, the following things must be taken into 
account: 

 
The start signal must be given by means of a starting pistol, whereby the 
shot (acoustic signal) releases time keeping.  
 
 
 
 
For the disciplines of the 100m obstacle race and the fire brigade obstacle 
relay race 4 x 100m, a light barrier shall be installed at the finish line of 
each running track. The light barrier shall be 1.25m high. 
 
At the discipline of scaling with the hook ladder, on the third floor there is 
a platform with a 5cm wide footbridge in the middle. The time-keeping is 
only stopped when both parts of the platform each have been pressed on 
with one foot of the competitor (fig. 4a). 
 
At the discipline of the fire-fighting attack, electronic time-keeping or 
scoring shall ensure that the time is only measured after the second 
container has been filled with 10l of water. 
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If electronic time-keeping is used, the time also has to be taken manually 
on each running track. The manually measured time is to be recorded in a 
protocol.  
 
If electronic time-keeping fails with only one competitor, the entire 
discipline or the entire run shall be scored according to the manually 
recorded time. 
 
If other methods should be used for electronic time-keeping, the 
International Competition Leader shall decide on their application in line 
with the above mentioned procedures. 

 
 
 
 
 8. SCORING 

 

8.1 General Rules 

The time required for the performance of a discipline will be scored in 
seconds and fractions of seconds. The shorter the time, the better the 
performance. 

In the case of electronic time-keeping time shall be measured in 1/100 sec., 
for manual time-keeping in 1/10 sec. The shorter the time, the better the 
performance. 

Each competition team must enter for each discipline.  

If a group does not enter in one or more disciplines, their total score will 
not be counted.  

 

 

8.2 Invalid attempts 

If a competitor, a relay or a fire-fighting attack group does not complete a 
discipline, the attempt is invalid. The same applies if a competitor, a relay 
or a fire-fighting attack group causes two false starts. If a competitor causes 
two false starts for one attempt in the discipline of the 100m obstacle race 
or scaling with the hook ladder, he still has the other attempt or the result of 
this other attempt to be scored.  
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If three false starts are caused in a run, such competitors who are not 
eliminated from scoring through this, may start again at a later time. 
Thereby the competitors have time for concentrating on the start once more.  

The following shall be considered a violation of the Competition Rules and 
thereby as an invalid attempt: 

a) If an activity belonging to a discipline has been performed differently from 
the instructions in the Competition Rules. 

b) If a competitor, a relay, a group causes two false starts. 

c) If a competitor does not reach the finish line, and/or the next transit zone 
with his entire equipment. 

d) If the supports of the wall are used for climbing over the obstacle wall. 

e) If the nozzle pipe is dropped, while the competitor climbs over an obstacle. 

f) If a runner falls from the running beam or touches the ground in front of the 
demarcation line 1 without crossing the running beam once more. 

g) If the couplings of the pressure hoses have been connected badly or not at 
all. A badly connected coupling has one of the projecting edges not 
fastened properly, or the couplings come loose while the competitor is 
running. The runner may not hold (cover) the coupling while he is running.  

h) If a competitor crosses the track of another competitor, or if his equipment 
is in the way or disturbs the work of another competitor. This does not 
avoid scoring, however, the runner, relay or group that has been obstructed 
may start again (see 7.6). 

i) If a competitor uses another track for reducing the distance. 

j) If the nozzle pipe (relay baton) has not been coupled to the hose before the 
finish line for the 100m obstacle race, and before the demarcation line 2 
for the fire brigade obstacle relay race 4 x 100m. 

k) If the nozzle pipe (relay baton) is detached from the hose after the finish 
line has been reached in the 100m obstacle race, before an instruction has 
been given by a time-keeper. 

l) If the nozzle pipe (relay baton) is not been passed on within the transit 
zone. 
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m) If the nozzle pipe (relay baton) is dropped and the competitor, who is to 
receive it, picks it up, or if it has been thrown upon passing on.  

n) If the nozzle pipe has not been detached again from the hose before 
reaching the third baton handover zone (290m-mark) at the fire brigade 
obstacle relay race 4 x 100m. 

o) If the mobile fire extinguisher is put on inappropriately and not according 
to its specification. 

p) If the fire in the fire pan (and possibly also outside the pan) at the fire 
brigade obstacle relay race 4 x 100m has not been put out before the last 
runner crosses the finish line. However, should the fire in the fire pan only 
re-ignite after the last runner has crossed the finish line, this shall have no 
impact on the scoring. The runner is allowed to check that the fire has been 
extinguished, before he crosses the finish line, or he may return and 
extinguish the fire in the fire pan, possibly by resorting to the spare fire 
extinguisher.  

q) If the portable fire extinguisher is thrown into the fire pan. 

r) If at the discipline of scaling with the hook ladder, the hook ladder does not 
touch the ground until the start command has been given. 

s) If the competitor hooks the ladder into the next window sill while standing 
upright. 

t) If the devices for the fire-fighting attack have not been prepared within a 
period of five minutes and/or the portable pump is still operated or 
restarted after the first minute of preparation time. 

u) If the suction head has not been coupled to the suction hose pipeline before 
it is immersed in the container, and does not stay coupled to the pipe until 
the fire fighting attack has been completed. The suction head may not be 
held even after it has been immersed in the container.  

v) If the nozzle pipe is supported by another competitor while water is injected 
into the target disk. 

w) If one attack group helps out the other while water is injected into the target 
disks. 

x) If the demarcation line is trespassed by a competitor, while water is injected 
into the target disks.  
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      8.3 Scoring 

The following scores are made for the International Fire Brigade Sports 
Competitions: 

 

8.3.1 Individual scoring 

Individual scoring is made for the following disciplines: 

- 100 m obstacle race 

- Scaling with the hook ladder and 

- Duel, consisting of 100m obstacle race and scaling with the hook ladder. 

 

8.3.1.1   100m obstacle race 

Eight competitors of each competition team may undertake two attempts 
each, whereby the better one is considered for scoring. If only one attempt 
is valid, this one shall be scored, if both attempts have failed, the 
competitor will be placed on the last rank and not scored for the duel. The 
attempt is not valid, if the discipline has not been completed or the 
competition rules for this discipline have not been complied with.  

If two or more competitors have equal times from their better attempts, the 
better time of the worse attempt will decide. If one of the competitors has 
only one successful attempt available for scoring, the competitor with two 
successful attempts shall be first. If also the worse attempts are equal for 
two or more competitors, such competitors shall be placed on the same 
rank. 

 

  8.3.1.2 Scaling with the hook ladder   

Scoring is effected in the same way as for the 100m obstacle race. 

   

  8.3.1.3.   Duel 

The time of individual competitors in the duel results from adding the valid 
time measurements in the disciplines of the 100m obstacle race and scaling 
with the hook ladder. If a competitor has not started in one of these two 
disciplines, he will not be scored for the duel.  
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If two or more competitors have equal times, the total time from their 
worse attempts in the two disciplines will decide. If also the total times of  

 

the worse attempts are equal, such competitors shall be placed on the same 
rank. 

If one of two or more competitors with equal times in one or both 
disciplines has only one successful attempt available for scoring, the 
competitor with two successful attempts shall be first. 

  

 8.3.2   Team scoring 

 Team scoring is made for the following disciplines: 

- 100 m obstacle race 

- Scaling with the hook ladder  

- Fire brigade obstacle relay race 4 x 100m 

- Fire fighting attack 

  

  8.3.2.1 100m obstacle race 

Eight competitors of each competition team may undertake two attempts 
each, whereby the six best competitors within the team shall be scored. For 
scoring the results from the individual discipline shall be considered, for 
each competitor only one attempt, i.e. the better one, will be scored. 

If two or more competition teams have equal total times in a discipline, the 
better total time of the worse attempts of the same six competitors will 
decide. If also the total times of the worse attempts are equal, the two 
competition teams shall be placed on the same rank. If one or more of the 
six competitors have only one successful attempt for scoring, the team who 
has more competitors with two successful attempts shall be placed first, in 
case the teams have equal times from the better attempts. 

If also this is equal, the two teams are placed on the same rank.  

If less than six of the eight competing team members have at least one 
successful attempt, such team shall be placed on the last rank for the team 
scoring in this discipline. In case more than one team is placed on the last 
rank, the rank number corresponds to the number of the entered teams.  
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 8.3.2.2   Scaling with the hook ladder  

Scoring is effected in the same way as for the 100m-obstacle race. 

 

8.3.2.3 Fire brigade obstacle relay race 4 x 100m 

Eight competitors of each competition team shall enter in two relays of four 
competitors each. At first only the result of the better relay of each team 
shall be scored. 

In case two or more relays have equal times, the result of the second relay 
of a team, which has not been considered at first, shall be scored. If the 
times should be equal again, the two teams in questions shall be placed on 
the same rank.  

If none of the two relays of a competition team completes this discipline 
successfully, such team shall be placed on the last rank. In case more than 
one team is placed on the last rank, the rank number corresponds to the 
number of the entered teams. 

 

8.3.2.4  Fire-fighting attack 

For the placement the time required for completing the attack will be 
scored. 

If two or more competition teams should reach the same time, they will be 
placed on the same rank. 

If one competition team should not complete this discipline successfully, it 
will be placed on the last rank. If several groups for the fire-fighting attack 
will be placed on the last rank, the rank number corresponds to the number 
of the entered teams. 

 

     8.3.3  General scoring 

For the total score of the teams in all four disciplines, the ranks which have 
been reached by the competition teams in the team scorings of the four 
individual disciplines will be added up. In the case of equal points, the 
better result in the discipline of the fire-fighting attack shall decide the final 
score. If the time is also equal in this, the teams in question shall be placed 
beside each other on the same rank.  
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 8.4 Appeal against Decisions by the Judges 

Appeals against merely formal errors, like birth dates or similar data, may 
be communicated orally by the team leader of the team in question to the 
Competition Leader (Deputy of the Competition Leader) and handled by 
him. 
 
Complaints concerning devices may be communicated orally by the team 
leader to the main judge (discipline judge) before the commencement of the 
discipline.  
 
All other appeals against decisions by the judges, defects of devices, 
occurring during the competition, etc., have to be handed over in writing by 
the team leader of the team in question to the responsible main judge 
(discipline judge) no later than 15 minutes after the decision of the judge 
has been pronounced.  
 
If the judge is not able to decide on the appeal alone, after consulting the 
judges’ team of the discipline in question, the Competition Leader (Deputy 
of the Competition Leader) shall be included in the consultation.  
 
If a final decision cannot be reached even after the Competition Leader 
(Deputy of the Competition Leader) has been involved, the appeal shall be 
transferred to the International Competition Committee, which shall 
pronounce its final decision. 
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 8.5 Disqualification  

Should one or more competitors, a relay or a fire attack group deliberately 
and grossly violate or rudely violate the regulations of the competition as 
well as the rules of fairness, should they severely impede competitors of 
other teams, or should one team discontinue the competition without 
permission or convincing reason, it is in the hands of the Main Judge 
(discipline judge) of the discipline in question to apply for their 
disqualification after consulting with the other judges. The International 
Competition Leader (Deputy of the International Competition Leader) shall 
submit such application to the International Competition Committee which 
finally decides upon acceptance or rejection of the application. 
 
The competitor(s) who has (have) committed such violation shall be 
excluded from further participation in the competition. Any placements and 
prizes achieved up to the disqualification shall remain valid. A substitute 
for this team member may not be appointed. 

 
  Reasons for disqualification are especially: 
 

Ø  Bad behaviour of one or more competitors against judges and 
organizers 
Ø  Use of a different competition device than the inspected device or 
manipulation of the device following inspection. A manipulation of the 
device is also given when a device does not comply with the competition 
regulations immediately after the finish line, upon inspection by the 
Calculation Committee 
Ø  Participation of a team member in both relay groups 
Ø  Deliberate heavy impeding of members of other competing teams  

 
The International Competition Leader is also entitled to disqualify a team 
because of unsuitable behaviour, clothing contrary to instructions or any 
other offence against decency during the lining up for the opening 
ceremony as well as the presentation ceremony, or during these ceremonies 
respectively. If fans of individual teams or even a National Team disturb 
the opening or presentation ceremony in an indecorous way, the  
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International Competition leader is entitled to disqualify the respective 
team, too. Yet, for the disqualification of a National Team it is necessary to 
find a consensus of opinion with the Vice-President of the CTIF who is in 
charge of the international fire brigade competitions. In that case the team 
(as well as all other teams of the respective nation) will neither be given 
prizes nor certificates or badges and will be deleted from the ranking list. 

 
 
9 COMPETITION AWARDS 

 
 9.1 The Badge of International Fire Brigade Competitions  

 

Anyone participating in the International Fire Brigade Competitions as 
competitor, team leader, masseur, trainer or judge shall receive the Badge 
of International Fire Brigade Competitions, as described in 1., together with 
a certificate. 

 
 9.2 The Medal of International Fire Brigade Sports Competitions 

 

  9.2.1 Individual scoring 

 
The three best competitors in the disciplines of the 100m obstacle race, 
scaling with the hook ladder and in the duel will each receive a gold, silver 
and bronze medal.

A certificate will be issued for each medal. 
 
The prizes shall be awarded in the scoring group of the Voluntary Fire 
Brigades as well as in the scoring group of the Professional Fire Brigades. 

 
   

  9.2.2 Team scoring 

 
In the competition team scoring a 1st, 2nd and 3rd prize is awarded in each 
discipline, i.e. the Medal of the International Fire Brigade Sport 
Competitions in gold, silver and bronze. 
 
Each competitor, whose performance has been rated for the achievement of 
the prize, will receive the respective medal.

 9.3 The Large Medal of International Fire Brigade Competitions of CTIF 
 

At the award presentation ceremony each competition team will receive the 
large International Fire Brigade Competition Medal of CTIF. 
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10. TASKS OF THE JUDGES 

 
The International Competition Leader (Deputy) will supervise the judges’ 
activities. He is obliged to dismiss those judges who evidently do not 
possess sufficient knowledge of the competition rules. 
 
The International Competition Leader (Deputy) may only interfere with 
individual decisions by the judges to the extent that this is expressly laid 
down in the competition rules (clause 8.4 and 8.5). 
 
Errors are indicated by means of a red flag (board), a white flag (board) is 
used for showing that the attempt has been successful within the monitored 
area. 

 
 
 10.1  The 100m Obstacle Race 

 
The main judge (discipline judge) is responsible for all judges working in 
the discipline of the “100m obstacle race”. 
 
A judge being part of the Calculation Committee (introduction judge) shall 
call the competitors to the start.  
 
In due time before the start, the judges of the Calculation Committee shall 
inspect the competition devices, the start numbers and the personal 
equipment of the competitors. This includes repeated weighing of the 
competition devices. 
 
The starter operates the starting pistol. 
 
The start assistant shall ensure that the competitors start according to the 
rules, do not touch the competition track behind the starting line and 
indicate early starts. 
 
Starter and start assistant shall ensure that the competitors only start after 
the main time-keeper has indicated by means of a flag sign that the time-
keepers are ready. 
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The judge positioned at the obstacle wall shall ensure that it is climbed 
according to the rules.  
 
The judge positioned at the running beam shall ensure that it is crossed 
according to the rules. It is permitted to throw out the hoses while running 
over the running beam, and to connect the two C hoses.  
 
The judge positioned at the distributor shall ensure that the C hoses are 
connected to the distributor according to the rules. Equally this judge shall 
check whether the two C hoses have been coupled correctly.  
 
The main time-keeper shall observe which of the competitors first reaches 
the finish line and compares this with the times measured at the individual 
tracks.  
 
Three time-keepers shall be provided for each track. They take the time and 
present the watches to the main time-keeper who finally establishes the 
time. The time of the stop watch showing the mean result shall be 
considered. If a stop watch has failed during time taking, and therefore the 
time has been taken with only two stop watches, the arithmetic average 
between the two measured times will be considered for scoring.  
 
The time-keepers shall also supervise the coupling of the nozzle pipe to the 
C hose (to be effected before the finish line) and give the approval for 
detaching the nozzle pipe (relay baton).  
 
A judge of the Calculation Committee (error display) shall check if an 
attempt is displayed as failed. 
 
A judge of the Calculation Committee (secretary) shall record the results in 
the scoring sheets. The running times of individual competitors shall be 
announced optically or acoustically. 

 
 

10.2     Scaling with the Hook Ladder 

 
The main judge (discipline judge) is responsible for all judges working in 
the discipline of “scaling with the hook ladder”. 
 
A judge being part of the Calculation Committee (introduction judge) shall 
call the competitors to the start.  
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In due time before the start, the judges of the Calculation Committee shall 
inspect the competition devices, the start numbers and the personal 
equipment of the competitors. This includes repeated weighing of the 
competition devices. 
 
The starter operates the starting pistol. 
 
The start assistant shall ensure that the competitors start according to the 
rules, do not touch the competition track behind the starting line, the hook 
ladder is not lying on or beyond the 30m-mark, and indicates early starts. 
 
Starter and start assistant shall ensure that the competitors only start after 
the main time-keeper has indicated by means of a flag sign that the time-
keepers are ready. 
 
On every running track a helper (duty service), who lowers the hook ladder 
after every run, is positioned at each tower window. Two helpers (duty 
service) below the tower are responsible for arranging the safety pad and/or 
operate the safety pad.  

 
Three time-keepers are provided for every track. It has to be noted that the 
time is not taken according to the acoustic signal but according to the 
optical signal (smoke cloud from the pistol). The task is completed as soon 
as the competitor reaches the pedestal on the third floor with both feet. 
 
The main time-keeper pays attention to the sequence of competitors 
reaching the finish and considers this sequence when taking the time 
(checking). The stop watches have to be presented to the main time-keeper, 
who finally establishes the running time of the competitor and has it 
recorded in the scoring sheet. The time on the stop watch showing the mean 
result shall be considered. If a stop watch has failed during time taking, and 
therefore the time has been taken with only two stop watches, the 
arithmetic average between the two measured times will be considered for 
scoring. 
 
The start assistant shall observe the competitors all the time during their run 
and has to indicate, if a competitor passes on the ladder to the next floor not 
seated, according to the rules, but kneeling or standing up. He shall also 
indicate, when a competitor does not complete his run.  
 
After finishing the competition the competitor shall carry away the hook 
ladder himself. 
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Beside the track another judge of the Calculation Committee is positioned 
who records the results in the scoring sheet (secretary). 
 
The running times of individual competitors shall be announced optically 
or acoustically.  
 
 

 10.3 The Fire Brigade Obstacle Relay Race 4 x 100 m 

 
The main judge (discipline judge) is responsible for all judges working in 
the discipline of the “fire brigade obstacle relay race 4 x 100 m”. 
 
The following judges have the same tasks as in the 100m obstacle race: 

 
-  starter 
 
- assistant starter 
 
  
- judge at the obstacle wall 
 
-  judge at the running beam 
 
- judge at the distributor 
 
- main time-keeper 
 
- time-keeper 
 

Additionally, the following shall be noted: 
 
A judge being part of the Calculation Committee (introduction judge) shall 
call the competitors to the start.  
 
 
In due time before the start, the judges of the Calculation Committee shall 
inspect the competition devices and the personal equipment of the 
competitors. This includes repeated weighing of the competition devices. 
 

The judge at the little house checks, if the house is overcome according to 
the rules. If the house is not overcome according to the rules, the 
competitor may run over the house once more.  
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The judges at the first, second and third handover check, if the nozzle pipe 
is handed over within the markings.  
 
The judge at the demarcation line 2 supervises the coupling of the nozzle 
pipe before the demarcation line 2 and the detaching of the nozzle pipe 
behind the demarcation line 2. This procedure has to be completed before 
the third handover area is reached.  
 
Before the start, the judges at the fire pan shall announce to the starter that 
contents of water and kerosene have been filled into the fire pan. The 
carburetor fuel (gasoline) shall be filled in, as soon as the first runner has 
supported the telescope ladder against the house.  
 
As soon as the second runner has climbed over the obstacle wall (150m 
mark), the judge at the fire pan causes the liquid in the pan to ignite. 
Consequently, the judges shall supervise if the fire is put out according to 
the rules, in the pan as well as outside the pan. It has to be noted if a mobile 
fire extinguisher has not worked properly, or whether it has not been  
 
operated properly. Furthermore, it shall be noted if the last runner has 
already crossed the finish line, when the fire flares up again.  
 
Should the runner have already passed the finish line before the fire flares 
up again, this is without consequences, otherwise he shall return and put 
out the fire, if necessary by means of the spare fire extinguisher. If this 
should not be the case, this is counted as error and the attempt will not be 
scored.  
 
The judges at the fire pan shall be responsible to the main judge (discipline 
judge) concerning the drawing of the fuel tanks and the mobile fire 
extinguishers. Furthermore they have to cause the duty service to replace 
the fire pans between individual runs.  
 
Additionally, the time-keepers and the main time-keeper shall take note if 
the competitors reach the finish with their entire equipment and if the fire in 
the pan has been put out before they reach the finish.  
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10.4     The Fire-Fighting Attack 

 
The main judge (discipline judge) is responsible for all judges working in 
the discipline of the “fire-fighting attack”. 
 
The tasks of the judges assigned by the Calculation Committee 
(introduction judge and device inspection), the starter, the assistant starter, 
the main time-keeper and the time-keeper shall be performed as described 
in clause 10.1 (100m obstacle race). 
 
The judges at the pedestals shall check if the devices are laid down 
according to the rules, i.e. none of the devices projects from the platform, 
except the suction hoses and on the other hand, if none of the devices have 
been connected before the fire-fighting attack and the couplings do not 
touch. Additionally, these judges shall observe if the preparation of the 
devices has been completed within a period of 5 minutes and if the portable 
pump is only operated within the first minute. 30 seconds and 10 seconds 
before the first minute and the five minutes have expired, the judges shall 
notify the competition team that the preparation time will soon be over. At 
the same time any mistakes in the laying out of the devices have to be 
communicated to the group.  
 
The judges at the finish shall ensure that the target device works without 
any problems and that the device is emptied following each fire fighting 
attack.  

 
The judge positioned at the attack line observes if the marked line, 5 m in 
front of the target devices, is not trespassed by any competitor, and that 
neither of the two attack teams helps the other in the filling of the target 
device and that the nozzle pipe is not supported on another competitor 
when injecting the water into the target device. 
 
Upon instruction by the main judge, the duty service is responsible for 
removing the devices from the competition track after the fire fighting 
attack and that the water is emptied from the devices. Should the hoses be 
required for the next run, upon instruction by the main judge (discipline 
judge), they will be passed on to the next group after they have been 
emptied. The set of devices per each track may not be mixed when doing 
so. Furthermore, the duty service shall fill up the water tapping points 
between the individual runs. 
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10.5 The Calculation Committee 

 
Together with the judges of the individual disciplines, the judges of the 
Calculation Committee are responsible for correct scoring. They will be 
supervised by the Head of the Calculation Committee (chief secretary), 
who shall closely cooperate with the main judge of the individual discipline 
while the discipline is carried out.  
 
The Calculation Committee is mainly responsible for: 
 
- taking over and checking the participants’ lists 
 
- compiling the starting lists 
 
- calling the competitors to the start 
 
- inspecting any competition devices brought along by the competitors and 
of their clothing before and after each start 
 
- supervision and verification of errors displayed by the judges 
 
- recording of results in the scoring sheets 
 
- announcing individual results 
 
- evaluating individual results 
 
- preparing the prizes and certificates for the award ceremony 

 

 
 
11 AWARD CEREMONY 

11.1     International Fire Brigade Sports Competitions 

 

As soon as individual results of the International Fire Brigade Sports 
Competitions will be available and insofar the procedure of the event as 
such will not be disturbed thereby, the award ceremonies in the individual 
disciplines will be carried out for the individual scorings as well as the 
team and general scorings. On this occasion the Medal of the International 
Fire Brigade Sports Competitions of CTIF will be awarded.  
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       11. 2.   The Closing Ceremony (Proclamation of Winners) 

 
The international organisation committee gives precise instructions for the 
proclamation of winners. All judges and competitors take part in the 
proclamation of winners. The teams march to the VIP lounge on 
instructions of the international competition leader. The international 
competition leader announces the lined-up competition groups to the 
president of the CTIF. 
 
Each competition group receives a certificate as well as the large 
International Fire Brigade Competition Medal of CTIF. Those groups 
which are placed in the first third of the entire evaluation receive the large 
International Fire Brigade Medal in gold, those which are placed in the 
second third of the entire evaluation receive the large International Fire 
Brigade Competition Medal in silver, all other groups receive medals in 
bronze. 
 
 The best placed competition groups may be given prizes. 
 
Each competitor, each judge, the members of the delegation leadership and 
the organisation personnel receive the International Fire Brigade 
Competition Badge (section 1.1. and 9.1). 
 
Groups that stay away from the closing ceremony (proclamation of 
winners) without any excusable reason, shall neither receive the  
 
 
International Fire Brigade Competition Badge nor the Large International 
Fire Brigade Competition Medal.  
 
The presentation ceremony is ended by lowering the International Fire 
Brigade Competition Flag and a defile of all national delegations and the 
judges.
